Project addresses the issue of cancer related health disparities experienced by the traditionally underserved Tucson Hispanic community.  A needs assessment of the breast cancer survivors and Hispanic co-surviviors in Pima County identified a lack of skills coping with the effects of cancer, in particular, depression of their loved one; a need for financial help and family stress.  The project offers three preventative intervention sessions, in Spanish, tailored to the needs of each family.  Topics of each nine-hour session include cancer information and navigating cancer-related systems; communicating and problem-solving, building emotional support and skill development.  The 2011 goals is to serve 60 low-income Hispanic families, totaling between 85 to 130 family members and breast cancer survivors through prevention intervention sessions.

The Well Woman Healthcheck Program in Pima County serves to provide breast cancer screening and diagnostics for un/underinsured women 40 yrs of age and older residing in Pima County.  The focus of the “Bridging The Gap” project would be to offer breast cancer screening, diagnosis and treatment specifically targeting minority women in rural areas who do not qualify for other services, such as the Breast and Cervical Cancer Treatment Program through AHCCCS and other charitable accounts.  Currently Well Woman Healthcheck works with El Rio Health Center, Pima County Family Planning, Marana Health Center, and St. Elizabeth’s Health Center and other providers in the Pima County area to offer screening and diagnostic testing for those women needing screening services and further evaluation.  “Bridging The Gap” would assist and enable the Well Woman Healthcheck Program to afford more services to underserved women in Pima County thereby reducing the morbidity rate of breast cancer.

To accomplish this goal, the RCBH’s “Entre Amigas/Between Friends” Yuma County Community-based Neighborhood Breast Cancer Outreach and Awareness Program is seeking financial support from Susan G. St. Elizabeth’s (St. E’s) Health Center will use this funding for the direct treatment of women and men with breast cancer.  The population served by St. E’s is both uninsured and underserved and is often the only hope for treatment a person might have.  The funds will be used for surgery, radiation, chemotherapy, and related treatment costs for women that cannot access Well Women Program funds and are uninsured/underinsured, and men that lack insurance.  St. E’s has an extensive and unique network of discount and volunteer providers and organizations that optimize the funds available for the treatment of breast cancer for the patients served.  The evaluation methods will include: identification of barriers to care for breast cancer; case management of patients receiving the funded care to determine clinical outcomes; and detailed reports of the services provided to each patient and all treatment costs. The impact of this funding is immediate and dramatic.  Each year all funding available to treat breast cancer for St. E’s patients is exhausted with patients still requiring treatment, and in 2009-2010 this has continued to occur.

The TMC Breast Health and Education Program began in 1998. The program's main goal is to provide screening mammograms, clinical breast exams, breast health education and follow up services as needed to 275 low income, uninsured women 40 or over. The program will also reach 5, 000 educational contacts using outreach efforts and educational programs. All mammograms are performed by experienced, dedicated staff using digital equipment and read on site by certified radiologists. A nurse practitioner provides clinical breast exams; individualized patient education and patient navigator services, reviewing all results and ensuring patients receive follow up as needed in a timely manner. Through the support of several grant sources and a network of collaborating partners, TMC is committed to providing a full continuum of breast health services including screening, diagnosis and treatment.  Data collection and review of patient satisfaction surveys will occur weekly to ensure program goals are being met. Through these efforts, TMC will provide services to women of Southern Arizona who would otherwise not seek screening mammography and increase the community's knowledge of breast care.

Innovative information technologies facilitate health education; however, access to information technology is not uniform.  The resultant systematic gap is health knowledge has led to a new health disparity where higher socioeconomic individuals acquire health information faster than the disadvantage.  Our recently funded work (SAZ KOMEN, 2010) successfully improved the computer literacy of community health workers (CHWs) or promotoras who were taught to access breast health information electronically.  The proposed work will assess the role of the e-promotora in facilitating access to breast health information that supports health behaviors in underserved Latinas in Southern Arizona.  The specific goals of the proposed work are to:  (1) assess the role of the e-promotora in facilitating access to health information and in promoting health seeking behavior; (2) define the utility and benefit of social networking modalities in developing virtual communities for peer knowledge sharing; (3) evaluate the efficacy of the computer literacy curriculum.

Women who are at greatest risk of developing breast cancer have a family history of disease.  In some high-risk families, mutations in the BRCA1 or BRCA2 genes have been identified as the cause of the predisposition to cancer.  Inheriting an alteration in either of these genes increases the lifetime risk of breast cancer to up to 85%.  The offspring and siblings of individuals with a BRCA1 or BRCA2 mutation each have a 50% chance of inheriting the family mutation and therefore may also face elevated cancer risks.  The increased chance of occurrence and recurrence of breast cancer in high-risk women underscores the importance of cancer prevention measures in this population.  The Arizona Telemedicine Program has the capability to set a new standard for genetic counseling and breast risk reduction education to women with limited access to clinical care.  The proposal is dedicated to developing a model for genetic counseling and providing testing for BRCA1/2 mutation status for the underserved Latina population for Southern Arizona.  Through resources provided by this grant, women at high risk could have access to genetic counseling, risk assessment, discussion of BRCA1/2 testing results, and education on cancer prevention option via teleconferencing.
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
